In Japan the subject of one’s age often comes up in conversations, and
the people wfeel quite open about discussing it. In fact, “How old are you?” is
one of the very first questions asked by the Japanese upon meeting someone
from another country for the first time.

Some people say that this is a common question in Japan because the
age of foreign people is hard for Japanese people to tell or even to guess. But
that is not a very convincing explanation, because if that were true, it should
apply not just to the Japanese but ( B ) the people of all countries; yet,
discussing people’s age is something quite peculiar to Japan.

The more convincing explanation may be ©this. When you talk in
Japanese, one of the things that you must know is the age of the person you
are talking to or about, or more specifically, mif he or she is younger or older

than you are. Without ®that information, you can’t determine the right kind

of language to use in a specific situation, and you may sound either ( F ).

In Europe and America, however, someone’s age is strictly his or her
private matter, and (»it usually requires great caution to bring (it up. It
might be wiser if you simply avoided ( G ) it, but if you really need to find
out, the subject must be approached very carefully.

@If you don’t quite see how offensive the question “How old are you?” is

to someone from another country, just think how you would feel if someone

asked you if your father is well educated.
